HOW TO MAKE IRON-ON NAME TAGS
We have been very successful creating iron-on labels with names on them.

They look very professional, and wear well too!  Labels that were made 4 years ago are still working well.

This process works well for any item that can be ironed at a setting of “Cotton”

(or use the “cotton setting at the location where the label will be applied)

This process WILL NOT WORK on nylon, acrylics, and many of the polyester “dry-wick” materials, as they are mostly plastic, and will melt when ironed at  the “cotton settings”.

As always, if you have any doubts, read the instructions that come with the fusible fabric sheets mentioned below.

ITEMS NEEDED

A) fusible fabric sheets from a “Hobby”, “Crafts”, or “Quilting” store.
Examples include:  

“June Tailor QUICK FUSE INKJET FABRIC SHEETS”

B) A word processor to make the labels, and an inkjet printer to print them.

C) Scissors to cut out labels after printing.
D) An Iron with a “Cotton setting” to iron on the labels.

DIRECTIONS
A) Use the word processor to design your iron on name Tags.  Using the template from above will save a lot of time and work. 

B) Print a test page on your inkjet, to confirm layout is correct.

C) When layout is correct, follow the directions that are included with the ”fusible fabric sheets” 

D) ALL DONE! Great looking name tags!
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
