I hereby grant to the Consolidated City of Indianapolis, Department of Parks and Recreation all exhibition rights for participation in Events at the Sports Complex, including without limitation, television, radio, film, print and all other exhibition rights, together with the right to use such exhibition rights as the Sports Complex and City sees fit to perpetuity. Such rights include the right to use my name, voice, or likeness in programs and for the purposes of trade, but not in a manner which constitutes an endorsement of any product or service not directly affiliated with the City.

3. No riding or skating is permitted when the track surface is wet.

4. No skateboards or BMX  Bicycles are permitted.  Skaters are not allowed on the banked track.

2009 RULES OF THE MAJOR TAYLOR SKATEPARK

1.     Skaters, Riders and Spectators use this facility at their own risk.

2.     Indy Parks reserves the right to close the facility to the public at any time without notice

3.     This facility is not supervised other than during Events.
4.     Any scheduled event or contest must be approved and permitted by Indy Parks.
5.     No Scooters.

6.     ANSI-approved safety gear, helmets and pads are REQUIRED.

7.     No foreign obstacles (trashcans, ramps, rails, etc.), unless approved and placed by Indy Parks.
8.     No graffiti, tagging, accelerants or wax.

9.     No amplified music is allowed unless provided by Indy Parks.

10.   Inspect surfaces before you ride them.

11.   Skate or ride only in the designated areas only.

12.   Shoes must be worn at all times. No open toe shoes are allowed
13.  Horseplay, roughhousing and violence are not permitted.

14.   Spectators must stay off the skating surfaces.

15.   Food and drink are only allowed in designated picnic or spectator areas. 

16.   Skate within your abilities.

17.   Maintain control of yourself and your equipment at all times.

18.   Do not use this facility when the surface is wet or during poor weather conditions such as lightning and high winds.

19.   No skating or riding on frozen surfaces. Users may not use salt, sand or any other means to remove snow and ice from the surface, as this will damage the facility.

20.   Failure to follow these rules may result in expulsion from the facility or closure of the park.
